VIII. Executive Committee Reports


a.  President – Elect, Byron Howlett (University of LaVerne)

1. Awards & Recognition:  Celebración de WACUHO occurred before the Business Meeting.  

2. Food Service:  Jim Brock (Perpperdine University) as Chair of the committee, wrote articles for the WAVES and solicited support for a one-day conference to discuss food service issues.  No response received. 

3. Nominations:  Stuart Huggins (Pepperdine University) served as Chair.  The committee identified a full slate of 10 candidates for 2003-04.  In addition to the Candidate Board, the committee created a separate candidate brochure and distributed the brochure at registration.  

4. Placement:  Heidi Zeich (Loyola Marymount University) served as Chair.  Placement services was organized, in conjunction with NWACUHO, and situated in the Hospitality Suite.  Heidi wrote articles in the WAVES about Placement services and practices and presented a program at the annual conference about job searching strategies and placement tips.

b. Vice President – Suzanne Seplow, (UCLA)

2. ByLaws:  Discussion will occur later in the meeting.

3. Webpage/Technology Information:  Trisha Wells (SJSU) and Drew Chesen (UC, Irvine) have continued to update the committee information found on the website.

4. Time and Place:  Jack Gibbons (UCLA) served as Chair.  The 2004 conference site has been secured.  The conference will be held in San Francisco at the Cathedral Hill Hotel.  Philippe Cumia (SFSU) and Randy Tarkington (CSU, Maritime Academy) will serve Conference Co-Chairs.  Mayra Nieves-Bekele (UC, Berkeley) will be Host Committee Chair.  Stuart Huggins (Pepperdine University) will be Program Chair.  The Chair for the Exhibits Committee is yet to be finalized.

5. Committee Assignments:  Due to the timing of this year’s annual conference, the Executive Committee made initial committee assignments.  Official letters will be sent out soon after the annual conference.

a. Secretary – Happy Almogela (Cal Poly Pomona)

1. Apartment and Community Living:  Brian Dawson (CSU, Monterey Bay) served as Chair.  The committee presented three programs at the annual conference:  “Are Apartment Residents Really Different?” “Apartment and Community Living Round Table” and “Let’s Play Landlord!”  The attempt with the multiple programs was to create an apartment track since there would not be a drive-in conference this year.

2. Conference Connections:  Sherri Elgas (Cal Poly Pomona) served as Chair.  A drive-in workshop was held on Friday, November 15, 2002 with 22 participants.  Attendees participated in open dialogues about current issues and in a Business Etiquette Lunch and Training session conducted by Nancy Levandowski, Director of Cal Poly Foundation Dining Services.

3. Historian:  Pat Kroncke (San Diego State) served as Chair.  Pat and San Diego State will continue to serve as the archive site until another institution expresses their interest to resume the responsibility.

b. Treasurer – Andy Plumley (UC, Riverside)

1. Corporate Relations: Dawn Emrich (Pepperdine University) served as Chair. Currently we have 31 Corporate Relations Members, with a collection of $19,900 in membership dues.

2. Finance Advisory:  Sue Matthews (UC, Santa Cruz) served as Chair.  The committee conducted an audit for 2001-02 on October 4, 2002.  The committee made two recommendations, both of which were approved by the Executive Committee:

A. To transfer $50,000 from Value Advantage Account to Benham Account to assist in yielding a greater return.

B. To transfer Advertisement responsibility from Newsletter Editor and to the Corporate Relations Chair.  The Chair will then be able to offer advertising discounts as an added incentive to being a Gold Level Member.

c. Member-at-Large, North – Romando Nash (Santa Clara University)

1. Northern RAP: Julie Orio (USF) and Ngoc Nguyen (Santa Clara) served as Co-chairs.  The conference occurred on October 26, 2002 with a total registration of 558 participants.  The theme was “UnRAP the Hero Within”

2. Support Services: Karen Burleson (UCR) and Jeannine Sabel (UCR) served as Co-chairs.  The committee will present Increase Your Brewing Potential during session XI at the annual conference.  They are currently working on a drive-in conference to be held at UC, Santa Barbara later in the year.

3. Diversity and Affirmative Action: Deanna Peck (SJSU) and Margarita Malagon (Santa Clara University) serve as Co-chairs.  The committee presented a DAA sponsored program at each session during the annual conference.  The first annual DAA drive-in conference will be held on April 25, 2003 at UC, Santa Barbara.  The theme is “40 Years Later, Can You Hear Us Now?”  

d. Member-at-Large, Central – Karen Hedges (UCLA)

1. Central RAP: Lora Julian (USC) served as Chair.  The conference was held on February 1, 2002 at UCLA with 575 registrants, the largest Central RAP conference to date.  The theme was “All I Need to Know, I Learned at Central RAP.”  The Spirit Stick went to California Lutheran University this year.  Discussions are underway to have the conference in the fall for next year.

2. Island RAP: Kristin Hilo (HPU) and Beth Frederick (HPU) served as Co-Chairs.  The conference occurred on February 15, 2003 at Hawaii Pacific University with 135 registrants.  Give-a-ways for the conference was a duffle bag.  Discussions are underway to determine the Chair and Host Site for next year.

3. New Professionals:  James  Smith (UCSC) and Shaheda Zaman (California College of Arts and Craft) served as Co-Chairs.  The committee organized a northern social and a southern social and hosted NP sessions/receptions at all the RAPs.  Committee members attending the annual conference are wearing a scarf and button.  All New Professionals who are attending the annual conference received an umbrella, compliments of Corporate Relations. 

e. Member-at-Large, South – Laura Riley (UC, Riverside)

1. Facilities Committee:  Marie Oamek (Stanford) served as Chair.  The committee held a drive-in conference in the fall. 

2. Legislative Affairs and Research:  John Lauer (CSU, Chico) served as Chair.  Few members serve on the committee, so there hasn’t been much activity.  Discussions have centered around Cleary reporting, Weapons on campus, Fire Safety Legislation, and Bryan’s Law.

3. Southern RAP:  Jason Cimenski (UC, Riverside) and Casscia Murray (UC, Riverside) served as Co-Chairs to a committee of 23 members.  The conference theme was “Lights, Camera, Action:  It’s a RAP!” and was held on February 15, 2003 at University of San Diego.  The conference was the largest ever with 560 registrants from 19 institutions.  

4. ACUHO-I 2003 Conference:  Need assistance with volunteers.

f. President – Augie Galvan (Stanford University)

1. Thanked the Association for the learning experience this past year.  Expressed appreciation towards the Executive Committee for being engaging and enjoyable to work with.  

2. Annual Conference:  Acknowledged the work of the conference chairs.  

3. Western Training Institute:  Acknowledged Andy Klingelhoefer (CSU, Monterey Bay), Chuck Rhodes (CSU, Sonoma), and Susan Hanson (San Jose State) as facilitators of the conference.  

4. Technology:  Trisha Wells (San Jose State) will be making a presentation to the Executive Committee on recommendations to upgrade our current system.  There are a number of options for more flexibility with the website and server.

5. ACUHO-I 2002:  Conference was held in Florida and was a positive experience.  Excellent programs offered.

6. PACURH:  Ansel Olsen is the PACURH Director.  He was at the annual conference, but had to attend class during the time of our Business Meeting.

7. Overall, it was a very good year, with a lot of changes and improvements.  A report regarding the past year will be sent to all CHOs to review all the wonderful things that have occurred.

IX. Association Business

Because no clear majority can be determined, a run-off election will occur for the office of Secretary.  The two candidates are Brenda Andrews (Cal Poly Foundation) and Mark Thoma (USF).  Voting members are instructed to write down their selected candidate onto the card given for collection by Nominations Committee members.

a. Report by Newsletter Editor – Alex Belisario (UC Santa Cruz) 
2. Since Summer 2002, issues of WAVES have been available in pdf format on line.  

3. For the Fall and Winter issues, 1000 copies were sent out.  Spring and Summer issues are still yet to go out.  The timeline shifted slightly in order to accommodate this year’s annual conference schedule.

4. Beginning in Fall 2003, WAVES will be primarily available on line based on the feedback during the Town Hall meeting.

5. Alex will serve as Editor again for the next two years.

b. Annual Conference Co-Chair – Tim Trevan (CSU, Northridge)

1. There are approximately 137 conferees from NWACUHO and 235 conferees from WACUHO.  The conference has done well from a budget standpoint, but will not know for sure until after the conference when all expenses are processed.

2. This joint conference was a variation from the traditional conference and all the conference committees were open to trying new things and hopefully establishing new traditions for WACUHO.

3. One item that was done differently this year is in regards to Corporate Relations.  Typically with WACUHO, anything that is donated by Corporate Relations is required to have the logos of all Corporate Relations members.  Typically with NWACUHO, items donated need only carry the specific vendor’s logo.  The compromise this year was to print only the vendor’s logo, but that only WACUHO’s Corporate Relations members would be solicited for the donations.  Next year, WACUHO will return to our traditional use of all Corporate Relations logos.

4. Acknowledged the work of the Conference Co-Chairs:  Jose Andalis (Menlo College), Phil Gin (CSU, Northridge), and Jim Brock (Pepperdine University).
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5. Question:  How will the surplus of revenue be distributed?  Answer by Augie:  The Executive Committee has proposed the first $5000 be deposited into the NWACUHO account, the second $5000 to the WACUHO, and any remaining will be divided equally.

c. Financial Report & Proposed 03-04 Budget – Andy Plumley (UC, Riverside)

1. Copies of the Treasurer’s Report were distributed.

2. Reviewed the Financial Assessment from 2001-02 operational year

3. Reviewed year to date Statement of Accounts.  In November $50,000 was transferred from Value Advantage to Benham in order generate more interest.

4. Reviewed year to date Financial Assessment.  The activity is not yet completed.  Activity from the reserve funds that is not reflected includes $1500 from Program Reserve and $1000 from Association Reserves to Diversity and Affirmative Action to put on the drive-in conference scheduled in April.  

5. Reviewed the list of institutional members.  Reviewed list of Corporate members.  

6. Question:  If members (institutions or corporate members) don’t pay dues, do they receive non-member rate for conferences?  Answer:  Members have received the benefit of having been a member, however, if membership dues are not received, we will invoice the difference for non-member conference fees.

7. Budget Proposal for 2003-04:  Operating Revenue was changed in the Advertisement line item to more accurately reflect current activity.  No change in Committee Allocation.  With the WAVES going on-line next year, the expectation is that the Newsletter line item will be reduced, however, there may be an increase in the Technology expense at least in the first year.

8. Question:  Do you think an on-line newsletter system will affect our ads?  Answer:  There will be a way to incorporate advertisements on-line.

9. Question:  Is it possible to include a consulting firm to be contracted to make the transition to an on-line system?  Answer:  There are 3 proposals.  The prices vary in range from a flat fee to costs per services.  There are a lot of unknowns right now.  

10. Question:  Is there money set aside if we need to upgrade our technology system?  Answer:  That would be a one time expense that can be paid out of the Association Reserve Funds.

11. Question:  Why is there no expense for a ACUHO-I regional reception in 2001-02?  Answer:  The timing of the conference “straddled” the fiscal year and was reflected in the year before.

Motion by Sue Matthews, UC, Santa Cruz:  To approve the 2003-04 Budget Proposal as presented.

d. Proposed By-Law Changes – Suzanne Seplow (UCLA)

1. Article II: PURPOSES; Section 1 – proposed statement to read, “To contribute to the improvement and coordination of housing and food service operations for students and professional staff of member institutions.”

Motion by Jeannette Bradeen, UC, Riverside:  To accept the proposed ByLaw change as stated.

Second by:  Lawrence Rodriguez, California Lutheran University

Friendly Amendment by Connie Hernandez, San Jose State:  To keep the phrase “in the region to serve this Association” at the end of the statement.

Friendly Amendment accepted by Jeannette Bradeen, UC Riverside

Vote:  All in favor.  Motion passes.

2. Article VI:  OFFICERS; Section 1 – proposed statement to read, “The Executive committee shall consist of eight elected officers (President, President-Elect, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Member-at-Large-North, Member-at-Large-South, Member-at-Large-Central, and one appointed non-voting member (Newsletter Editor).”

Motion by Tim Robitz, University of Nevada, Las Vegas:  To accept the proposed ByLaw change as stated.

Second by:  Willie Brown, UC, Santa Barbara
Vote:  All in Favor.  Motion passes.

3. Article VI:  OFFICERS, Section 4 – proposed statement to read, “Officers shall be elected at the Annual Conference and shall serve for one year, except for Treasurer and Newsletter Editor who shall serve for two years, beginning July following the Annual Conference.  The officer in the President-Elect position shall assume the Presidency in the following term.  Officers shall be eligible for re-election.”

Motion by Connie Hernandez, San Jose State: To accept the proposed ByLaw change as stated.

Second by:  Rodger Whitney, Stanford University

Friendly Amendment by Rick Hagan, USD:  To include “July 1st” instead of just stating “July.”

Friendly Amendment Not Accepted by Connie Hernandez, San Jose State

Friendly Amendment by Sue Matthews, UC, Santa Cruz:  Because the Newsletter Editor is not an elected position, include “ex-officio” after Newsletter Editor in parenthesis.

Friendly Amendment Accepted by Connie Hernandez, San Jose State

Friendly Amendment by Rick Hagan, USD:  To include “non-voting” in parenthesis rather than “ex-officio.”

Friendly Amendment Accepted by Connie Hernandez, San Jose State

Vote:  Majority in Favor, 1 opposed.  Motion passes.
4. Article IX:  AMENDMENTS, Section 1 – proposed statement to read, “These By-Laws may be amended by a two-thirds vote, a quorum being present, at the business meeting of the annual conference (refer to article VIII section 1 for quorum definintion).”

Motion by John Capaccio, Humboldt State: To accept the proposed ByLaw change as stated.

Second by:  Jan Andreason, San Francisco State

Vote:  All in Favor.  Motion passes

5. Article IX:  AMENDMENTS, Section 2 – proposed statement #1 to read, Amendments to the By-Laws may be proposed by any voting member.  Such proposals shall be submitted in writing to the Vice-President of the Association.  The Vice-President prior to the next annual business meeting shall print the proposed amendment(s) in an edition of the Association newsletter whose delivery precedes the annual conference by at least three weeks or shall inform all voting members of the proposed amendment(s) at least three weeks prior to the next annual conference.  Upon completion of this previous notice requirement, the Vice-President at the next annual business meeting shall submit for a vote all proposed amendments to these By-Laws.”  Proposed statement #2 to read, “Amendments to the By-Laws may be proposed by any voting member.  Such proposals shall be submitted in writing to the Vice-President of the Association.  The Vice-President shall distribute to all registered conferees at a time no later than the day prior to the Association’s annual business meeting.  The Vice President at the next annual business meeting shall submit for a vote all proposed amendments to these By-Laws.”

Motion by Jeannette Bradeen, UC, Riverside:  To accept the proposed ByLaw change as stated in statement #2.

Second by:  Andy Klingelhoefer, CSU, Monterey Bay

Discussion:  The purpose of the proposed By-Law is to present the By-Law changes earlier to allow institutions to caucus about the proposed changes.

Point of Clarification by Parliamentarian:  Because there are two parts to this proposal, each statement needs a motion and a separate vote.  

Vote on Statement “a”:  All opposed.  Motion fails.

Friendly Amendment by Kathi Kramer:  To change the statement to “…all proposed amendments.”

Friendly Accepted by Jeannette Bradeen, UC, Riverside

Vote on Statement “b”:  Majority in Favor, 1 opposed.  Motion passes.
e. Report by Time and Place Committee – Suzanne Seplow, UCLA

Report on Time and Place Committee was given earlier.

f. Comments from the ACUHO-I Western District Representative – Peter Rosenberg

1. Acknowledged the work of the Executive Committee and the Conference Co-Chairs.  The hardwork and collaboration by everyone helped with the success of the joint conference.  Gives hope for future joint conferences.

2. Encourage members to attend ACUHO-I and to volunteer at the conference.  

3. Discussed STARS program for students interested in entering the field of Student Affairs.  Encourage schools to send students to the program.
